Shema: listen and respond 
Shema, the Hebrew word for "listen," is the centerpiece of the last speech Moses gave to the Israelites before they 
went down into the promised land (Deut. 6:4-5). Shema represents two sides of the same coin; if we listen, we 
will respond. 

Our world is busy. It’s noisy and demanding. Our best intentions of creating quiet space are often interrupted. 
There’s something significant about this midweek point. The celebration of Palm Sunday is over. Jesus 
confronted the religious leaders the previous two days, and on Wednesday, there’s space.  It’s easy to imagine 
Jesus making space to shema the Father on this day 2,000 years ago. 

And at this midweek point, the Lord invites you to “shema”.  
Listen, beloved. He has something for you. 

“Real listening takes effort and action” If you hear the Lord, you will obey because you love him.
